Big Society Opportunity or Challenge?

Our last newsletter went to print with the election in full swing with commentators getting
increasingly excited about the prospect of a hung Parliament. Coalition politics was not part of
the agenda or debate nor was the Big Society.

The Big Society is a Government agenda that seeks to shift power from politicians to people and
was the subject of the first major policy announcement of the new coalition government. Its main
themes are:

o Devolving power to communities and local government

o A greater role in public services for VCOs and civil society organisations

. Supporting the voluntary and community sector

Separately we have seen the launch of Big Society “vanguards”, the launch of a new Citizen
Service scheme. Are we well placed to benefit from these initiatives? If not what can we do to
change this?

As a CVS we welcome the government’s recognition of the importance of the voluntary and
community sector, and the effort to encourage people to get involved in their local communities.
However the risk is that these good intentions are lost “in a tidal wave of cuts” about to hit the
sector.

What is clear is that today the world looks very different from May with the process of cutting
public spending to reduce the deficit in full swing. The result is that the sector is set to face
difficult times ahead.

We are keen to hear about your experiences
and the impacts locally and this will be a key
theme at our forthcoming conference on
30th October. In these difficult times it is
more important than ever that we work
creatively together to find solutions going
forward. That is why we aim to run sessions
on sustainable funding, and learn from
experiences elsewhere. | hope to see you
there when we can continue this
conversation.

COMMUNITYBUILDERS AND THE SOCIAL ENTERPRISE INVESTMENT
FUND ARE PUT ON HOLD

Communitybuilders and the Social Enterprise Investment Fund, the grant and loan funds for
developing social enterprise, will not pay out any more money until further notice while a
government review is carried out.

The funds, set up by the previous government to provide investment for community cohesion
and to develop new social enterprises in the field of health, are worth about £170m between
them. Both are administered by Social Investment Business, which also ran Futurebuilders
England, the government-backed loan fund recently closed down by the new coalition
government. A spokeswoman for Social Investment Business said both funds had been sus-
pended pending a review, but neither was closed and applications were still welcome.

the high respect in which volunteering is held.

The Award is overseen by the Office of the Third Sector (OTS). As part of the Cabinet Office, the
OTS leads work across government to support the environment for a thriving third sector
(voluntary and community groups, social enterprises, charities, cooperatives and mutuals),
enabling it to campaign for change, deliver public services, promote social enterprise and
strengthen communities.
More than 750 groups around the UK have now won The Queen’s Award for Voluntary Service,
since it was created by Her Majesty to mark the occasion of her Golden Jubilee in 2002.

How to nominate a group

Nominations can be submitted at any time throughout the year. However, for groups to be
considered for the following year’'s Award, applications should be submitted by 30th September.

1) Nomination forms may be downloaded in PDF format from The Queen’s Award for Voluntary
Service website www.direct.gov.uk/thequeensawardforvoluntaryservice or requested in hard
copy from The Queen’s Award for Voluntary Service office.

2) All parts of the nomination form must be completed (this can be with the help of members
of the group) and signed by the nominator. Self nomination is not permitted — the nominator
cannot be part of the group (e.g. an active member or trustee).

3) The completed form must be sent to The Queen’s Award for Voluntary Service Administrator
with two signed letters of support from independent people.

Groups must satisfy all of the following criteria to be eligible for the Award:

o The group has been operating for 3 or more years, continuously

o The group consists of more volunteers than paid staff

o The group is based in the UK and its beneficiaries are in the UK, Channel Islands, Isle of
Man

or abroad

Members of the group have a legal right to reside in the United Kingdom

The group meets a particular need and provides high-quality, voluntary activities

The group is well respected locally and by beneficiaries
