Since we began 50 organisations have submitted proposals including:

11 registered charities, 9 community interest companies (CICs),       

14 non-profit voluntary groups, 10 businesses, 6 statutory bodies

79 proposals have been considered by the Resident Panel over 14 

rounds, covering 72 unique projects.

39 were eventually rejected. 

32 were progressed but only 26 reached delivery stage. 

1 project is currently banked.



The total amount requested from Heart of Pitsea is: £357,412.21

The total amount awarded from Heart of Pitsea is: £119,972.71

The total organisational contributions from successful proposals is:

£53, 466.45

The total value of the 26 projects is £172,130.16

22 of the 26 projects awarded funding since 2015 have been 

completed.  
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In addition, 6 projects were awarded funding 
through our ‘Pick A Project’ scheme which ran in 
2017/18. These proposals were voted on by local 
residents. The amount awarded through this 
scheme was £10, 480.00, bringing the total amount 
awarded for proposals to £130,452.71.
